Muhyiddin, ministers to forgo 3 months salaries

KUALA LUMPUR: Prime Minister
Tan Sri Muhyiddin Yassin and
cabinet ministers will be forgoing
their monthly salary for three
months from June in solidarity
with the frontliners and
Malaysians as the country con-
tinues its fight against the pan-
demic.

The money would instead be
channelled to the National Dis-
aster Relief Trust Fund to cover
Covid-19-related expenses.
