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KUALA LUMPUR, Dec 1 (Bernama) -- Umno Youth head Khairy Jamaluddin said the call by 

Umno president Datuk Seri Najib Tun Razak for Umno members to familiarise themselves 

with the new environment and take into consideration the generation shift is among the 

important messages that must be understood by all members. 

 

Describing the presidential address as being most constructive and sincere, Khairy said 

although it delved a lot on the history of the party and the deeds of the past warriors, Najib 

was also seen to have outlined the party's vision and aspiration for the younger generation.
