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PUTRAJAYA, Aug 7 (Bernama) -- Deputy Prime Minister Tan Sri Muhyiddin Yassin told 

Muslims that Ramadan is the best occasion to strengthen unity among themselves while 

avoiding straining relations with the other communities.
