Muhyiddin To Visit Kedah Thursday

ALOR SETAR, Nov 21 (Bernama) -- Tan Sri Muhyiddin Yassin is to make a day-long visit to
Kedah on Thursday, said a statement from the office of the press secretary of the deputy
prime minister.

It said Muhyiddin is scheduled to arrive at the Royal Malaysian Air Force base in Butterworth
at 8.15 am and proceed to Sungai Lalang town in Merbok near Sungai Petani for a
1Malaysia Breakfast with the local people at about 9 am.

Then, he will meet teachers of religious schools and retired teachers at Dewan Perdana of
Universiti Teknologi Mara (UiTM) in Merbok.

Muhyiddin will attend Zohor prayers at the Al-Irsyad Mosque in Serdang, Bandar Baharu,
before attending a 1Malaysia Dinner and, in a symbolic gesture, hand over the one-off
RM100 schooling aid to national schools, national type Tamil schools and religious schools
and a cheque for a Tekun Nasional loan for the Kulim Bandar Baharu parliamentary
constituency at Dataran Serdang.

The deputy prime minister will also visit Sekolah Menengah Kebangsaan Dato' Lela
Pahlawan, Padang Serai, and meet with and present contributions to leaders of
non-governmental organisations in Kedah as well as the local people in Taman Mutiara,
Padang Serai.

He is scheduled to return to Kuala Lumpur at 6 pm.
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
