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KOTA SAMARAHAN, Feb 26 (Bernama) -- The Arab regime change riding on the wave of 

patriotic fervour will not guarantee a lasting peace and stability for it was driven by foreign 

intervention, said former prime minister Tun Dr Mahathir Mohamad.
