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KUALA LUMPUR, March 3 (Bernama) -- Malaysia has assumed the appearance of a 

developed country and the vision for its development was enunciated, stage by stage, said 

former prime minister Tun Dr Mahathir Mohamad.

He said the greatest need was for jobs, for getting a steady income to support a decent life, 

and agriculture did not create enough jobs, but industry. 
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
