Dr Chua Soi Lek lashed out at several DAP leaders for politicising the issue of the
privatisation of the Penang Port Sdn Bhd (PPSB) and duty-free port status, to gain the
people's support in Penang.

Chua, who is also MCA president, said that the two different issues were part of the
government efforts to develop Penang and to restore the glory of the port for the benefit of
the people in the state.
