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GEORGE TOWN, Dec 5 (Bernama) -- Prime Minister Datuk Seri Najib Tun Razak will make 

several important announcements, including on the 1Malaysia People's Housing programme 

(PR1MA) during his visit to Penang this Saturday. 

 

Penang Umno Liaison Committee chairman Datuk Zainal Abidin Osman said Najib will make 

the announcements during the Promises Fulfilled Tour at Universiti Sains Malaysia.

The various promises announced by the Barisan Nasional government for the people of Penang 

prior to this have been fulfilled, among them the widening of the Penang Bridge and 

Mengkuang Dam, despite the state being ruled by the DAP-PKR-PAS coalition, said Zainal

Idris Bakar said Najib's presence in the area will recall the nostalgic moment when Najib's 

father, former prime minister Tun Abdul Razak Hussein visited the area in 1972.
