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KUALA LUMPUR, Nov 26 (Bernama) -- The Barisan Nasional (BN) is the only party in the 

country that has succeeded to unite all the races despite their differing religious background 

and political ideology, said former prime minister Tun Abdullah Ahmad Badawi.
