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KUALA TERENGGANU, Feb 5 (Bernama) -- A group of 80 hardcore PAS supporters from 

Kampung Jerong Sebarang and Kampung Bukit Cempedak in Marang have turned their 

backs on the party and have expressed support for Umno and Barisan Nasional (BN).
