Muhyiddin Labels PAS Promoter Of Deviant Teachings
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KUALA LUMPUR, April 6 (Bernama) -- Deputy Prime Minister Tan Sri Muhyiddin Yassin today
labelled PAS as a political party promoting deviant teachings when responding to a remark
that the prayers of Umno members were rewardless because their party had rejected
Islamic principles.

He said PAS stood for "Parti Ajaran Sesat" and not Parti Islam SeMalaysia.

Muhyiddin said he was most disappointed with the remark by PAS spiritual leader and
Kelantan Menteri Besar Datuk Nik Abdul Aziz Nik Mat.

"Nik Aziz claims to be a religious scholar but he seems to act like God. He issues fatwa
(edicts) claiming that Umno members will not be rewarded because Umno rejects Islam,
does not champion Islam.

"This is not the first time that PAS and Nik Aziz have issued fatwa penalising Umno. Umno
members have been labelled infidels in the Amanat Haji Hadi (Haji Hadi Message). This is
proof enough that PAS is Parti Ajaran Sesat, and not Parti Islam SeMalaysia," he said.
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
