BN To Live Up To Youths' Expectations, Says Najib
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KUALA LUMPUR, April 12 (Bernama) -- Datuk Seri Najib Tun Razak has promised to live up
to the expectations of the younger generation if the Barisan Nasional (BN) is given the
mandate to return to power in the 13th general election.

The prime minister said the BN had never neglected young people, instead it had carried out
various programmes to cater to their needs.

The prime minister said unlike previous leaders, the government under his stewardship has
shifted from an orthodox approach for he was aware that the younger generation was
growing up in a different environment.

"To me, it's better and more meaningful if we can bring new channels so that we can find
out the needs of the new generation, young people at the grassroots level, to enable them
to determine their needs that can be considered by the government," he added.
