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GEORGE TOWN, April 13 (Bernama) -- DAP national chairman Karpal Singh wants 

three-cornered fights to be avoided as they would be fatal to the Pakatan Rakyat (PR) 

coalition. 

 

He said PR component parties should ensure there were no three-cornered fights in their 

constituencies. 

 

"There must be give and take, there must be compromises made. Not everyone can be 

satisfied but ultimately, (we) must satisfy as many as possible.
