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PUTRAJAYA, April 22 (Bernama) - Deputy Prime Minister Tan Sri Muhyiddin Yassin has 

questioned the sincerity of the PAS vice-president Datuk Husam Musa in contesting 

Putrajaya parliamentary seat. 

 

He said the fact that Husam is also constesting Salor state seat in Kelantan shows that he is 

afraid of losing in Putrajaya. 

 

"We (BN) want elected representatives who work and not sleep on the job. Putrajaya voters 

must give him a heavy defeat and if possible make sure he lose the deposit," he told a rally 

in Precinct 9 here Sunday night.

"I think that I am working hard but I see him (Najib) working doubly hard. Of course he is 

younger than me, but he works very hard," he added. 
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
