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TAMBUNAN, April 25 (Bernama) -- Parti Bersatu Sabah (PBS) president Tan Sri Joseph 

Pairin Kitingan has dubbed Prime Minister Datuk Seri Najib Tun Razak "political doctor" for 

his capability in treating the nation's problems. 

 

He said like a medical doctor, Najib would listen to the problems related to him before 

noting the relevant data in order to give immediate "treatment".
