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JITRA, April 28 (Bernama) -- Three Barisan Nasional (BN) sub-polling district centres
(PDMs) in the Kubang Pasu parliamentary constituency here were set on fire early Sunday.

The three sub-PDMs were in Kampung Manggol, Malau and Kampung Gelang Pasir, Kepala
Batas (both in the Jitra state constituency) and Kampung Machang, Pulau Nyior in the Bukit
Kayu Hitam state constituency.

Kampung Manggol sub-PDM chief Haslis Saad, 41, said he believed irresponsible people set
fire to the BN tent in Kampung Manggol, Malau after party workers had gone home at about
5.20 am.

"A friend of mine, who spotted the fire, alerted me about it. I've got five other party
workers to help me put out the fire which partially damaged the tent," he told reporters at
the scene.

The fire also destroyed BN flags, four tables, an electric cable, 1,000 BN and Prime Minister
Datuk Seri Najib Tun Razak's campaign posters, 1,000 Kedah BN manifestos, causing
damage estimated at RM2,000.

Haslis, 41, said another friend of his saw two men on a motorcycle with a party logo moving
around the area in a suspicious manner before the incident while on his way to work in Alor
Setar.

Haslin lodged a report at the Jitra police station at 9.40am.

Kubang Pasu police chief Supt Ibrahim Mohamed Yusof confirmed receiving the report but
declined comment.
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
