BN Agrees To Build SMIK (Cina) Keat Hwa 3 - Najib
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ALOR SETAR, April 30 (Bernama) -- The Barisan Nasional (BN) government has agreed to
build Sekolah Menengah Jenis Kebangsaan (Cina) Keat Hwa 3 in the Pokok Sena
parliamentary constituency, Datuk Seri Najib Tun Razak said Tuesday.

The prime minister the project would be implemented following demand from the Chinese
community in the constituency.

"The government agreed to build the school because of the numerous applications from the
local community and Barisan Nasional supports what we feel is best for the Chinese
community," he told reporters after opening Sekolah Kebangsaan Taman Awana, Pokok
Sena, near here.
