PENAMPANG, April 30 (Bernama) -- The people of Sabah should retain leaders of great
calibre like Datuk Seri Najib Tun Razak, said Parti Bersatu Sabah president Tan Sri Joseph
Pairin Kitingan.

He said the prime minister had initiated the transformation agenda and resolved problems
faced by Sabahans, including forming the Royal Commission of Inquiry on Illegal
Immigrants.

Upko president Tan Sri Giluk Bernard Dompok, who is defending the Penampang
parliamentary seat, said there was no reason for the people to change the government in
favour of the opposition which was led by inexperienced and not knowledgeable Datuk Seri
Anwar Ibrahim.
