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BATU PAHAT, May 9 (Bernama) - Parti Keadilan Rakyat (PKR) advisor Datuk Seri Anwar
Ibrahim is sowing politics of hate among the people to achieve his ambition to become
Prime Minister.

Umno Supreme Council member Dr Mohd Puad Zarkashi said young people were trapped in
the opposition leader's game causing many to reject the government in the 13th general
election (GE13).
