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MARANG, May 9 (Bernama) -- PAS wants Pelabuhan Klang assemblyman Tan Sri Khalid 

Ibrahim from PKR retained as the Menteri Besar of Selangor, said PAS president Datuk Seri 

Abdul Hadi Awang. 

 

He said although PKR only won 14 state seats in Sunday's general election as compared to

to Selangor PAS to take it up with its partners. 
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
