In the May 5 national polls, the Barisan Nasional (BN) led by Najib received the fresh 

mandate from the people to form the government after winning 133 out of 222 

parliamentary seats. 

 

Najib took oath of office as prime minister before Tuanku Abdul Halim Muadzam Shah at the 

Istana Negara last Monday. 

 

Before the dissolution of Parliament on April 3, the Malaysian Cabinet comprised 28 

ministers in charged of 25 ministries. 

 

Najib also held the Finance Minister and Women, Family and Community Development 

Minister portfolios. 
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
