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KUCHING, May 31 (Bernama) -- Chief Minister Tan Sri Abdul Taib Mahmud on Friday
thanked the people, especially those from the rural areas, for strongly rallying behind the
Barisan Nasional (BN) government in the May 5 general election and for fully understanding
that election promises will be fulfilled.

Taib, who is also state BN chairman, said the win strongly reflected the strong support of
Sarawak towards Datuk Seri Najib Tun Razak as prime minster to continue leading the
country.
