
Najib Attends MTEM Raya Do

KUALA LUMPUR, Aug 28 (Bernama) -- Prime Minister Datuk Seri Najib Tun Razak 

Wednesday attended an Aidilfitri open house organised by the Malay Economic Action 

Council (MTEM) at the National Institute of Public Administration (INTAN) here. 

 

The prime minister, who arrived about 5.40pm, was greeted on arrival by MTEM trustee, 

Rizal Faris Mohideen Abdul Kader and its chief executive officer Mohd Nizam Mahshar. 

 

Also present were Director-General of the Implementation Coordination Unit of the Prime 

Minister's Department Tan Sri Shukry Mohd Salleh and Khazanah Nasional Berhad deputy 

chairman Tan Sri Nor Mohamed Yakcop. 

 

About 40 residents and children from Rumah Anak Yatim Solehah in Kampung Pandan, who 

were present, took the opportunity to shake hands with the prime minister. 

 

At the event, Najib, who is also Finance Minister, received a memorandum of protest on the 

Trans-Pacific Partnership Agreement (TPPA) from Mohd Nizam. 

 

The memorandum contained resolutions by MTEM in objecting to the implementation of 

TPPA. 

 

It said the TPPA could have adverse effects on the country's economy, social well-being and 

sovereignty. 

 

The memorandum was produced following a TPPA round-table conference with former prime 

minister Tun Dr Mahathir Mohamad on Aug 26 and 27 at INTAN, Bukit Kiara. 
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
