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LONDON, Sept 12 (Bernama) -- The fourth day of Tan Sri Muhyiddin Yassin's five-day 

working visit to the United Kingdom (UK) saw the Deputy Prime Minister, who is also 

Education Minister, visiting the Westminster Kingsway College here to get a closer look at 

the British vocational education. 

 

Muhyiddin and his entourage, comprising Malaysian High Commissioner to UK Datuk Seri 

Zakaria Sulong and several senior officials arrived at the Westminster Kingsway College, 

Grays Inn Road here at about 2.30 pm (9.30pm Malaysian time). 

 

He was greeted upon arrival by college principal Andy Wilson, and several college staff,

Minister headed back to Four Seasons Hotel to attend a closed dialogue session with some 

student leaders in UK. 

 

Later in the evening, the Deputy Prime Minister was feted to a dinner function with the 

Malaysian community at a leading hotel by the Malaysian High Commissioner's office. 

 

Muhyiddin talked for about half an hour to explain to the audience about Malaysia's current 

economy, politics, and social situation, and also Malaysia-UK bilateral ties. 

 

He also touched on the critical situation in Egypt and Syria, and explained Malaysia's stand
