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KOTA BHARU, Feb 18 (Bernama) -- MCA vice-president Datuk Dr Hou Kok Chung has expressed 

confidence that a leader from the party would be selected as the Barisan Nasional (BN) candidate for 

the Kajang state by-election on March 23. 

 

He said the MCA would mobilise its leaders nationwide to help the BN candidate win the by-election, 

necessitated by the resignation of assemblyman Lee Chin Cheh of Parti Keadilan Rakyat (PKR) to pave 

the way for PKR de facto leader to contest the by-election.
