A former district officer, Yussibnosh, 48, garnered 8,194 votes in the Balingian by-election on March 

29, giving him a majority of 6,911, compared to Parti Keadilan Rakyat (PKR) candidate Abdul Jalil 

Bujang who obtained 1,283 votes. 

 

The by-election was held after the resignation of its incumbent Tan Sri Abdul Taib Mahmud, who 

was appointed as Sarawak Yang Dipertua Negeri on March 1. 

 

In 2011, Taib retained the Balingian seat in a three-cornered fight, defeating PKR's Suriati Abdullah 

and Datuk Salleh Jafaruddin (Independent) by a 5,154 majority. 
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
