At the 13th General Election last year, DAP's Seah defeated Barisan Nasional
candidate Datuk Mah Siew Keong and independent candidate K. Moralingam by
a majority of 7,313 votes.

The Election Commission has fixed May 19 as nomination day. Balloting is on
May 31.
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
