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KUALA LUMPUR, March 24 (Bernama) -- The Save Syria Confederation (GSS) today urged 

the government to present a special motion in Parliament for a ceasefire in Syria, which is 

currently going through a humanitarian tragedy due to civil war. 

 

GSS spokesman, Syafnir Azfar Saleh said the government should capitalise Malaysia's 

non-permanent seat in the United Nations Security Council (UNSC) to address the tragedy 

in Syria. 

 

"We are well aware that the situation in Syria is very sad, with homes destroyed and 

inhabitants, including women and children killed. 

 

"To immediately bring relief to the people of Syria and free them from cruelty, Malaysia 

needs to propose a ceasefire in Syria at the UN," he told reporters here today. 

 

Syahrir, who is also chief executive officer of Malaysian Life Line for Syria (MLLFS) said GSS 

would send a memorandum to present the motion to the home and youth and sports 

ministries on April 4.
