Rashid said his father had served as the headmaster of Sekolah Rendah Agama (Arab)
Saadiah in Muar before.

Abdul Rahman's body was brought home to his residence at Jalan Pesta 3, Taman Tun Dr
Ismail 1, Bakri in Muar, Johor and will be buried at the Batu 6 Muslim Cemetery in Bakri at
10am tomorrow.

"We (family members) were by his side when he passed away," said Rashid who is the
second of six siblings.

Meanwhile, Pagoh Umno deputy chief Ismail Mohamed when contacted said Muhyiddin
was expected to arrive tomorrow morning.
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
