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KOTA BAHARU, April 13 (Bernama) -- Prime minister Datuk Seri Najib Tun Razak has 

brought much changes to the country especially with regard to solidarity and giving 

various aid to ease the burden of the people, said International Trade and Industry Minister 

Datuk Seri Mustapa Mohamed. 

 

He said among the early initiatives taken by Najib upon assuming the premiership was the 

introduction of the 1Malaysia concept to promote solidarity among the multi-racial 

population.
