The British Prime Minister is on a one-day working visit to Malaysia as part of his 
four-nation visit to Southeast Asia namely Indonesia, Singapore, Vietnam and 
Malaysia to boost United Kingdom's (UK) trade and investment. 

 

Cameron is the first British Prime Minister to visit Malaysia in two successive terms. 

His previous visit was in April 2012.
