Najib Joins Thousands Of Muslims For 'Pray For Malaysia' Evening
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KUALA LUMPUR, Aug 15 (Bernama) -- Prime Minister Datuk Seri Najib Tun Razak tonight
joined thousands of Muslims at Dataran Merdeka for the 'Pray For Malaysia' event in
conjunction with 2015 National Day here.

The prime minister, who was attired in a while jubah, arrived at 8.30 pm and was met upon
arrival by Communications and Multimedia Minister Datuk Seri Dr Salleh Said Keruak,
Federal Territories Minister Datuk Seri Tengku Adnan Tengku Mansor and Special Affairs
Department (JASA) director-general Datuk Dr Puad Zarkashi.

Also present at the event, being held for the second consecutive year, were Agriculture and
Agro-based Industry Minister Datuk Seri Ahmad Shabery Cheek, Dewan Negara president
Tan Sri Abu Zahar Ujang and Deputy Minister in the Prime Minister's Department Senator
Datuk Dr Asyraf Wajdi Dusuki.

The programme, which was broadcast live via the Al-Hijrah television station, started with
the Isyak prayers led by the imam of Masjid Sultan Salahudin Abdul Aziz Shah, Selangor,
Syeikh Abdul Karim Omar Al-Makki.

This was followed by special prayers (solat hajat) led by the Federal Territory mufti Datuk
