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KUALA LUMPUR, Aug 17 (Bernama) -- Prime Minister Datuk Seri Najib Tun Razak today 

urged retirees to assist the government to rebuff allegations spread through the social 

media. 

 

Najib said they were the right ones since they are aware of the government's policies since 

many of them may have served since Malaysia gained independence and would have 

witnessed the development and transformation that took place in the country throughout 

the years.
