Mas Ermieyati Samsudin and Datuk Seri Reezal Merican Naina Merican, as minister an
deputy ministers in the new Cabinet," he said in a statement Thursday.

He said the appointments rendered vacant the posts of PAC chairman and the three
members in accordance with Standing Order 77(4) of the Dewan Rakyat rules.

"In order to chair a PAC meeting, a chairman must be appointed by the council first and it
has to be done via a motion by a minister in a sitting of the Dewan Rakyat for a decision to
be taken," he said.
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
