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PUTRAJAYA, July 31 (Bernama) -- The Domestic Trade, Cooperatives and Consumerism 

Ministry (KPDNKK) is not involved in determining the rise and fall of petrol and diesel 

prices, said its new minister Datuk Hamzah Zainudin. 

 

He said the function of the ministry was to see users' acceptance whether the fuel prices 

should go up or down. 

 

"We give inputs, but the decision is not ours to make," he told reporters when met on his 

first day in office here today.
