Fahad Abdullah Hamad Al-Rashid, Minister in the Prime Minister's Department Datuk

Dr Asyraf Wajdi Dusuki and Tabung Haji chairman Datuk Seri Abdul Azeez Abdul 
Rahim were also present.  

  
The prime minister said the pilgrims should spend their time undertaking their 
obligations in the Holy Land. 

 
Najib said he hoped that Muslims in Malaysia would remain united without looking at 

differences that could divide them and jeopardise harmony in the multiracial 
population of the country. 
 

This year, 22,320 Malaysians are scheduled to perform the pilgrimage. They will be
