Najib Visits Former Bernama GM on Wife’s Demise

"I want to express my sincerest gratitude to the prime minister for visiting us," he told reporters after
the visit at his home in Wangsa Maju, here.

Amy, 67, died at the Universiti Malaya Medical Centre in Petaling Jaya, near here, following a long
illness.

The funeral will be held at 9am on Sunday and the cortege will leave for the Nirvana Memorial Centre
in Section 21, Shah Alam, for cremation.

Yong, who retired from Bernama in October last year, said he was touched when Najib said to him,
"You had done a good job while at Bernama".

"I have known him since 2009 when I was Bernama's editor-in-chief and very much involved in
covering news on the prime minister," he said.

On his late wife, Yong said Amy was a loving and forbearing wife who understood his career.
Also present during Najib's visit were Bernama chairman Datuk Abdul Rahman Sulaiman, deputy
editor-in-chief (Domestic News Service) Mokhtar Hussain and deputy editor-in-chief (Economic News
