In the 10am incident, six members of a family, including three children were killed when 

the car they were in collided with a lorry near Kampung Rantau Manis, here.

Noor Azila Yasin, 27, and three children died at the scene. 

 

The three children were Nor Azila's son Muhammad Hadif Haykal Muhd Hafiz, 18 months, 

and twins Siti Badrishah Ab Rahman and Siti Noraudah, four, who are the nieces of Nur 

Amira. 

 

Speaking to reporters after handing over the donations, Abdul Azeez said Noor Azila's 

parents, Adzudin and Mohd Hafiz had also been offered a sponsorship for a Haj pilgrimage 

trip. 

 

He said the UMNO Welfare Bureau would also sponsor the cost of Haj by proxy for all the 

six victims who perished in the mishap. 

 

Meanwhile, Yasin said he was most thankful to the all leaders, including the prime minister 

who had shown concern, as well as for the sponsorship of the Haj pilgrimage trip.
