From 1991 to 1997, he had held positions as BN executive secretary, Committee Member of 

the Alor Setar UMNO division and head of the Welfare and Poverty Bureau of Alor Setar 

UMNO, besides holding the post of UMNO executive secretary beginning in 1988. 

 

He had also held the position of BN executive secretary from 1991 to September 2009 and 

was appointed a senator in 2002. 
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
