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BANGKOK, Feb 22 (Bernama) -- Thailand and Malaysia had their first cross border land transport and 

tourism connectivity meeting here, Thai News Agency (TNA) reported. 

 

Daroon Saengchai, Deputy Permanent Secretary for Transport and Spokesman of the Transport 

Ministry, said that the two countries discussed facilitation for land transport for passengers and 

cargoes. 

 

During the meeting Thailand proposed a memorandum of understanding while Malaysia expressed 

interest in a joint venture to acquire locomotives and cargo trains for services in southern Thailand as 

well as a proposal to increase the number of train trips in the South. 
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
