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BAU, May 6 (Bernama) -- Prime Minister Datuk Seri Najib Tun Razak on Friday said that only the 

Barisan Nasional can preserve Sarawak's unique harmony. 

 

"We have succeeded in assuring moderate and progressive polices. 

 

That is BN," he said at a "Leader with the People" gathering at Redeems Centre, Singai, located about 

30km from Kuching.
