Join Rally against Ethnic Cleansing Of Rohingyas This Sunday - Zahid
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KUALA LUMPUR, Nov 29 (Bernama) -- Deputy Prime Minister Datuk Seri Dr Ahmad Zahid Hamidi has
urged UMNO members and the public to attend a rally at Titiwangsa Stadium this Sunday to show
their support and solidarity against the oppression of the Rohingyas.

He said Sungai Besar UMNO division chief Datuk Seri Jamal Md Yunos who headed an NGO, promised
to bring 20,000 people to the rally.

The Rohingyas who are Muslims are reported to be oppressed, leading to thousands fleeing their
country to avoid the atrocities against them, reportedly involving the Myanmar military.
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
