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PUTRAJAYA, Aug 23 (Bernama) -- UMNO members should regard the need for them to 

defend Putrajaya as a 'jihad' (holy war) towards maintaining a federal government that 

fights for religion, race and country, said UMNO Supreme Council member Datuk Seri Dr 

Shahidan Kassim.
