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(The Malaysian Digest) – Selangor Mentri Besar Datuk Seri Azmin Ali has 

been working closely and receiving advice from former prime minister Tun Dr 

Mahathir Mohamad on matters concerning the state administration, said 

Selangor Umno Liaison Committee chairman Tan Sri Noh Omar today. 

Tan Sri Noh  said it is absurd for Azmin to admit that it is Mahathir, not jailed 

former Opposition leader Datuk Seri Anwar Ibrahim as his ‘Godfather’.

“If he doesn’t know how to spend wisely then he must be good in ‘collecting’ 

money,” said the Minister of Housing and Local Government. 

“We don’t need a government which shows no commitment and is good at 

pointing out others’ weaknesses only,” he observed. 

“He said water is free for all. However, come to think of it, what’s the point if 

we turn on the water taps but there is no water coming out? 



“He must stop to give excuses. Many electoral pledges were made but he has 

yet to make good on those promises,” he reiterated.
