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JOHOR BAHRU, Jan 6 (Bernama) --The Johor Barisan Nasional (BN) will provide local 

elected representatives whose focus is to serve the community rather than merely 

becoming candidates to ensure victory for the party. 

 

State BN chairman Datuk Seri Mohamed Khaled Nordin said this was different from the 

approach adopted by the opposition which was not bothered about fielding candidates 

from outside as long as the party achieved victory.
