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PEKAN, Feb 11 (Bernama) -- The Pekan UMNO Division is optimistic of securing a 

40,000-vote majority for the parliamentary constituency in the 14th General Election 

(GE14), thus maintaining it as the stronghold of the 72-year-old party.
