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KOTA KINABALU, Feb 28 (Bernama) -- UMNO Papar divisional chief, Datuk Seri Abdul 

Rahim Ismail said Sabah needs a strong and functional government that can provide 

sustainable development progress and economic prosperity to its multiracial population.
