Ismail today confirmed that  a parliamentary seat will be vacated to pave the way 

for Datuk Seri Anwar Ibrahim to  contest. 

 

Dr Wan Azizah, who is also Deputy Prime Minister, said, however, when and where the seat 

concerned would be vacated for the PKR president elect could not be announced at present. 

 

"I think it is not yet announced. God willing, some of our elected representatives have 

offered to vacate their seats to enable Datuk Seri Anwar to contest," she told reporters after 

launching the National Welfare Foundation (YKN) -Palestine People’s Fund campaign here 

today.
