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KUALA LUMPUR, April 30 — The government has agreed to continue the 

construction of the Changlun Mosque in Kedah with an additional allocation of 

RM3.07 million, taking the total cost of the project to RM5.77 million. 

 

Prime Minister Datuk Seri Anwar Ibrahim said the project would be 

implemented as soon as possible for the benefit of the local community.
