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PUTRAJAYA: Hours before
stepping down as the fourth
Prime Minister, Tun Dr Mahathir
Mohamad extended his heartfelt
gratitude to Malaysians who
have made his 22-year leader-
ship possible and hoped they
would continue to live in peace
and harmony.

"l want to thank all those
who sent greetings and cards to
me and my wife. | am not able
to reply to them personally, so'l
hope this way I can thank ail of
them, including schools which
have organised all kinds of
activities to show their thanks
and appreciation to me.

“All this gave me the utmost
satisfaction because to.me, this
is the best reward than any-
thing else, the appreciation and
thanks expressed by the peo-
ple,” he said at a press confer-
ence yesterday, hours before
handing over the leadership to
Datuk Seri Abdullah Ahmad Ba-
dawi.

Also present was his wife
Tun Dr Siti Hasmah Mohd Ali.

The press conference started
on a subdued note as Dr
Mahathir tried to control his
emotions while Dr Siti Hasmah
kept glancing at her husband.
When journalists started asking
questions, he regained his com-
posure.

He also thanked the civil ser-
vants, police, armed forces,
Cabinet members and political
parties for their co-operation in
helping him to run the country.

Dr Mahathir hoped the co-
operation given to him would
be extended to Abdullah.

“I pray that the people will
always live in peace and har-
mony as well as prosperity.”

The Prime Minister also said
that a lot of burden had been
lifted off his shoulder.

“I' think a burden has been
lifted because I would not have
to deal with requests which |
know | cannot help, things that

me to do, all kind of things. At
the moment | feel relief."
